REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES
FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 DECEMBER 2005

The Trustees have pleasure in submitting the Report and Accounts for the year.

The accounts for the year ended 31 December 2005 cover the period from 3 July 2005
when the charity was formed and also incorporate the activities of the church prior to its
charitable formation.

Objects of the charity

The Trust seeks the advancement of the Christian faith, the relief of financial hardship,
sickness or distress and the charitable needs of the elderly, and the promotion of such other
charitable objects as the trustees shall from time to time determine.

Government
The policy and operating decisions of the charity rest with the Trustees who meet regularly to
monitor the activities of the Trust.

Mew trustees are appointed by the Trustees.

Review of Activities

The Church is not a building, but a gathering of ordinary people of different ages and
backgrounds, whose lives have been changed by Jesus Christ, the Son of God. The New
Testament reveals the Church as a community of people, properly taught and cared for, who
by loving and serving Jesus Christ, were also committed to love and care for each other and
to bring a blessing to the area in which they lived. The Midlands Churches of Christ; its
trustees and members are committed to the restoration of those New Testament principles.
It is not alone in this; it is one of many Churches in the area, country and all over the world
that is re-discovering the excitement of knowing Jesus Christ. The vision is to see the
people of the Birmingham and Leicester Districts come into this experience of knowing Jesus
as their Lord, Saviour and friend.

During the year there has been a demonstration of the Christian faith in action by serving the
community in which it operates in the following ways:

Financial Review

Income in the year increased by £12,000 to £57,000. This included a single donation of
£5000. Expenditure remained unaltered at £32,000 resulting in a surplus for the year of
£26,000 compared with a surplus in the previous year of £14,000.

Trustees' Responsibilities

Charity law requires us as Trustees to prepare financial statements for each accounting year
which record the receipts and payments of the charity for the year.

We are responsible for keeping proper accounting records which disclose with reasonable
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accuracy at any time the financial position of the charity and enable us to ensure that the
financial statements comply with the Charities Act 1993.

We also have a responsibility to safeguard the assets of the charity and to take reasonable
steps to prevent fraud or any other irregularities
